1.  We have less than 12 days until Christmas?  Are you ready?  What scene from the video, 12 Crazy Days of Christmas did you relate to the most?

2.  Read Luke 2:8-14.  In verse 11, the angel announced to the shepherds, “Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord.”

Why is the angels’ announcement that “a Savior has been born to you” so important?

3.  This week we focused on the truth that Salvation Is Here.  And that because of that… 

I can be saved from my self and my sin (Read Matthew 1:20-21 and John 8:36)

I can be saved for a life of significance (Read John 10:10 and I Corinthians 15:58)

I can be saved by God’s grace through faith (Read Ephesians 2:8-9)
4.  Take time to have members of the group share how they have experienced each one these truths in their own life.

5.  If your group is ready (or if a few individuals are willing) have each one share when they accepted God’s grace through faith embracing Jesus as Savior.
